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Abstract

The purpose of this quasi-experimental research was to investicate effects of
the student competency promotion training program on knowledge, attitude, and
practice in nursing care of the student nurses. The World Health Organization
curriculum (WHO SEARO) was applied to use in this study.

Purposive sampling was used to select the senior student nurses total 66
persons. The participants were trained by participated in the injury prevention and
control training course for two days. The theory was taught on the first day of the
course with 9 modules. The participant s practiced nursing care in each of four
learning bases on the next day. Data were collected by using four instruments —The
prevention and control of injury test, The nursing practice evaluation form, The
satisfaction in the student competency promotion training program questionnaire,
and The attitude of prevention and control of injury. Data analysis was conducted
using the percentage, mean, standard deviation, and paired t-test.

The results revealed that the students had significantly higher mean score of
knowledge in the injury prevention and control than before participated in the
training course (t = -15.61 , p < .001). One hundred percent of the students passed
the criteria of nursing practice evaluation. Moreover, the attitude of injury prevention
and control had a high level (x 8.83, S.D.1.55 ).

Based on this finding, It can be concluded that the injury prevention and
control applying WHO SEARO curriculum has values for an enhancement of students
preparing knowledge, skills to help patients. The study also showed that this
curriculum was appropriate for BSN program, and should training in every year for

increase student nurses’ competency before graduate.
